	All children are assessed termly using the wellcomm package, which assesses communication and language. Any child falling into the amber or red category is identified and discussed with fellow practitioners. The lead practitioner & keyworkers then prepare strategies to support the child. One of our practitioners, Jill, is trained to use the wellcomm package. This info has been cascaded to other practitioners. All staff received ECAT training.
	
	If a child’s communication & language is found to be delayed, a speech and language drop in can be accessed We also use Target learning plans & wellcomm’s big book of ideas. Our SENCO will liaise with the inclusion teacher and gain added support.

	Practitioners use rich & appropriate language. Open ended questions are used to encourage discussion and further thinking.

Practitioners use non verbal strategies alongside speech including some signs.
	Language is modified appropriately. Specific activities are used to focus on any areas of delay.

Signs and symbols are used where necessary.

Practitioners reduce choice offers for children who have difficulty expressing a preference
	SENCO works closely with speech and language professionals and follows advice & strategies closely.

Target learning plans are put in place & regularly evaluated. These are worked on by SENCO, speech and language therapist and inclusion teachers.

	Parents are regularly invited to look at wellcomm assessments and learning journals.

We offer a book bag service and spend time using phonics and sounds.
	Parents maybe invited into discuss any concerns and how together we can aid progress.

We offer info provided by children’s Centre to drop ins and encourage parents to access these.
	Regular assessment and evaluation takes place and is shared with parents whom we work hard to build strong relationships. Meetings are held at Bare Necessities.
