	All children are assessed using Wellbeing and Involvement charts, this is monitored by the keyworker. Keyworkers build strong relationships with children and parents and support the settling in process.
	Our team are very experienced with dealing with challenging transitions and are knowledgeable and aware of other concerns e.g. safeguarding etc
	If children are struggling and development or behaviour continues to be an issue nursery will use the TLP approach and work with other specialists.

	All practitioners are very aware that children develop at different rates when it comes to social/emotional behaviour and develop strategies accordingly. All practitioners encourage positive behaviour and outside agencies, such as Harvey, reinforce positive friendships etc using his roadshows.
Children are given the opportunities to develop independence and evaluate risk with support and encouragement.
	Practitioners and SENCO plan opportunities to support specific areas with small group work e.g. friendships, negotiating.
Quiet warnings, visual prompts may also be used to help and support children’s wellbeing.

Reduced choices are given to children who are struggling in this area.
	1-1 work maybe carried out as well as small group work. Extra staff are on hand to provide extra support and 1-1 time.
TLP’s are devised with advice from inclusion teachers.

Children’s success is celebrated with parents and regular updates provided.

	A behaviour management policy is on hand for parents to read but we pride ourselves on having solid, trusting relationships with parents where they can speak to any member of staff.
	Childrenwho maybe scoring low on the wellbeing and involvement will be invited to speak to our practioners/keyworker so strategies can be devised. This may be different for each child.
	We build strong relationships with our parents and are experienced at offering support. We hold meetings in the setting and provide reassurance but also straight forward advice booked by outside agencies.
